A number of the FUMC family have
had minor water damage to their homes, but for a few the damage has been catastrophic. | have been in homes where
the water rose to four and five feet high throughout, destroying everything inside. The raging flood waters reduced a
lifetime of possessions and memories to trash placed beside the roadside to be picked up and thrown away. | have
seen the look of desperation, hopelessness, and fear in the eyes of those who have lost so much. | have had the
privilege to give a hug to those who apologized to me for the way they looked. | have had the honor to ask persons
“what can your church family do for you?” | have been filled with extreme pride as | traveled from house to house of
FUMC members and non-members alike to see work teams from our church family hauling out water soaked furniture,
clothing, and all the “stuff” of life with loving care as if it were their own. Day after day the FUMC faith community has
been quietly at work seeking not to call attention to what they are doing, but simply doing what Jesus told us to do,
“Love one another as | have loved you.” Over and over | have heard people say, “I could not have made it without my
church.”
